• Refit the shade with the Allen screws set aside earlier.
• Replace fuse or circuit breaker and switch on. Your light is now ready for use.

• Drill holes and fit supplied wall plugs (suitable for masonry only - for other surfaces us appropriate fixings).
   Feed the incoming mains supply cable through the grommet entry hole. Fix the wall back to the wall using the
   supplied fixings.
